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As more and more activities get integrated into the home environment a natural demand on new flexible solutions for use and interactions with technology in everyday things arise. This multipurpose use of the daily environment stresses the importance of simple and space-saving interior design. We hence would like to emphasis the importance of reuse old and known artefacts as potential places for embed new technology. 

The heart in most family’s homes is probably the kitchen. It’s in the kitchen where activities and events melt together in a social context. A place that gives us food comforts and enjoys with family members. But also a place which could create new forms of meetings through teleprecense. In this project have we re-used a dining table to integrate a screen. The new use for this table is, at least, two-folded. Firstly it enable a virtual dining guest to be a part of the dinner through a videoconference session that are displayed on the screen. Secondly it also make it possible to read, e.g., a digital morning paper that appear in the table.

By placing a large display at the one of the tables unfolding parts it will become easy to adjust the screen for multiple use. In up-folded position the screen could be used for a remote invited dinner guest. In down-folded position could the screen be used for reading the morning paper or doing on-line ordering of groceries. 
By integrate the camera and microphone into the unfolding part does also make the control of the visual view very physical (one interpretation of the ComZoon). By placing the camera into the frame we are hoping to find a natural syntax of adjusting the ComZoon – up-fold the display and the camera will view across the table, down-fold the display and the camera will steer in the roof.
