PURPOSE
The room transfer lottery provides an opportunityEdgerton residents with renewable
housing contracts to change rooms or room types.

ELIGIBILITY

The room transfer lottery is open to Edgerton rsisl with renewable housing contracts.
This includes students with continuing studentustasome students with 18-month
licenses, and house officers. See the cheat sheabedransfer lottery website for more
details. Current first-year residents who haveredt¢he continuing student housing
process are not eligible to enter this lotteryigiBle residents who opt to not enter the
lottery will remain assigned to their current rooms

PROCESS

Prior to the posting of available rooms, residesfitsuld state their intention to enter the
lottery by emailing the SAB. Participants in tlo®m transfer lottery will list their top
choices of rooms after April 30 from the listingafailable rooms. If a participant is not
awarded a room through this process, they will iaraasigned to their current room.
Residents wishing to transfer between rooms inta swe moved first. Then seniority
points (see below) will be used to determine tmeaiaing sequence of room
assignments; ties involving groups of participamith the same number of seniority
points will be broken randomly.

SQUATTERS’ RIGHTS: TRANSFER BETWEEN ROOMS WITHIN AN
APARTMENT

If a resident in a 2-, 3-, or 4-bedroom apartmeants to switch to another (available)
room in the same apartment (e.g. resident of 008Bts\to move to 003C), their
“squatter’s rights” request will be granted (unlassther resident in the same apartment
wants the same room, in which case seniority pa@oitse into play: see below). A
resident may choose to request both squatter’ssregghwell as transfer to a room in
another apartment in Edgerton on their lottery igpgibn form. In that case, the within-
apartment transition will happen first, and thea tbsident will be considered for transfer
to the room in the other apartment.

SENORITY POINTS

Every resident earns a seniority point for evemester of residence in Edgerton.
Officers (defined by the Edgerton Constitution)végg during the 2008-2009 year earn
two additional seniority points for every semesteholding office; officers having
served in the past earn one additional senioritgtdor every semester of holding office.
If an officer vacates his/her position before thawal elections, they forfeit their officer
seniority point for the semester. Front Desk WsKand other paid positions) do not



receive officer points. If a resident has perfodnagask or tasks equivalent in magnitude
to an officer position, the Edgerton Officer Boandy award them up to one point per
semester through a unanimous vote. For the puspiideis lottery, two semesters are
considered: fall and spring. Points are roundetbujpe nearest semester; hence officers
elected in Spring 2008 receive two officer senyopibints for the May 2008 Edgerton
Transfer Lottery. Note that current officers DO N@et to pick first as a group; the
order of placement is based solely on the resitieatsority points.

If you have medical/extenuating circumstances maga move, you should
immediately contact the Graduate Housing Office.ndbwait for the lottery.

ROOMMATES

All residents in a potential roommate group needdaeligible for the room transfer
lottery. All residents in the group must fill caiform after April 30, and preferences
must be identical, or the roommate request willliseegarded. The seniority points of
the residents within a group will be summed to aeiee their selection priority within
the lottery. MIT Housing regulations require thadmmates in 3- and 4-bedroom
apartments must be of the same gender. Howeveard gveups may apply to the 2-
bedroom apartments (see below). If you want t@Rkeeir current room but specify a
roommate preference (i.e., would like another blggresident to move to a room in your
current apartment), enter the lottery and folloe diirections on the form. Your seniority
points will be summed, giving you a better chance@aming together.

MOVE-OUT/MOVE-IN DATES

Move-out dates are determined by the contract teation date through MIT Housing.
Specific arrangements may be made by contactinGthduate Housing Assignments
Coordinator, Sandy Lugo, gtaduatehousing@mit.ediMove-in dates are also arranged
by the Graduate Housing Assignments Coordinat@ane@lly, move-outs must be
completed by August 13f a room has an earlier move-in date, you musternaowat that
date. If you will be away for the summer, pleaaeate your room before you leave,
since it must be available for a new resident bgusi 15. Please note that at least three
full days will be needed between the room vacaratg dnd the earliest possible move-in
date.

PENALTIES

Lottery results are binding. By entering thiséoyt, you are committed to moving to the
new room. Participants in the room transfer lgti®ho decide to forfeit their new room
assignment will also forfeit their current roomigasnent, their continuing student status,
and be ineligible for future room transfer lottstieThis penalty will also apply to



residents who do not vacate their old room by tlwerout date (as arranged with the
Graduate Housing Assignments Coordinator).

Available rooms and move-in dates will be made km@n April 30. Residents must
then fill out a form by May 8 at 4pm, ranking thpneferences and listing move-in dates.
A resident is considered a participant in the lgttence he/she fills out this form (which
will be available on the website). If a residenavgarded a new room, the vacated room
is now available. A resident attempting to gaintcwing student status in their same
room should notify the SAB, otherwise their roonil we considered available.

EDGERTON TRANSFER LOTTERY COMMITTEE

The Edgerton Transfer Lottery Committee will cohsisat least two and no more than
five members. One of these members must be thi Gttae Student Advisory Board,
Housemaster, or House Manager (or similar authposition). The remaining members
must be current Edgerton residents who have net@shthe lottery.

* Fill out the lottery form and deliver to the EdgartFront Desk (during the hours
of 8am-4pm) from April 30 to May 8. Night desk Wers have been instructed
NOT to accept the transfer form.

* In addition to selecting rooms, you can also syaobdbmmate preferences. If you
want to keep your current room but specify a rootenpaeference, follow the
directions on the form.
